- The Holy Spirit will fill you with control for your mind, body and spirit 

- All you need to do is SUBMIT. 

  

2️⃣Depth 

  

- Ephesians 3:17 

- Jesus will make His home in our hearts. 

- TRUST in Him 

- Allow your ROOTS to go DEEP 

- Psalm 1:3 

  

3️⃣Experience 

  

- Ephesians 3:18-19 

- how WIDE, how LONG, how DEEP his love is 



- We can’t possibly comprehend the love Jesus has for us until we experience it

4️⃣Fullness 

  

- Ephesians 3:20 

- We were made COMPLETE with the LIFE & POWER that comes from our Father 

- Don’t be afraid of big prayers 

♦️Doxology 

- There is no limit to God’s power 

- SO THEN 

- You’ve learned, now it’s time to live
